The questions below will enable sport event organizers to review the additional considerations specific to sporting events involving mass gatherings, 
and thus inform their risk assessment of COVID-19 associated with the event. This will help organizers to understand and manage any additional risk 
from COVID-19.  
The risk assessment should be reviewed and reassessed regularly during the planning phase and updated immediately prior to the transition to the 
operational phase, especially in light of the rapidly evolving nature of the outbreak. Reference should be made to the latest technical guidance and 
situation reports on the WHO website. 
The risk assessment for COVID-19 associated with the sporting event must be coordinated and integrated with the host country's national risk

1.  Due to security reasons, 4 zones have been designated at the venue.  

1.1. Parking Zone  

a)  Only participants of the event are allowed in the Parking Zone.  

b)  There must be minimum 2 m distance between vehicles.  

1.2. Competition Zone  

a)  Arenas: only officials, athletes and trainers are allowed in the 

arenas.  

b)  Warm -up arena: only officials and athletes on horseback 

preparing for a sta rt are allowed in the warm -up arena. Trainer 

or groom can be present in the main warm -up arena 15 

minutes before the start of their athlete.  

c)  Jury box: only officials running a competition and staff needed 

to run the competition  are allowed in the jury box.  

1.3. Show Office Zone  

a)  Maximum permissible number of people in the show office = 6,  

1 person per  workstation.  

b)  Except for office staff, only officials, athletes and 

accompanying persons are allowed in  the show office.  

1.4. Stable Zone  

a)  Only officials, athle tes, grooms, trainers and guardians of 

minors are allowed in the  Stable Zone.  

b)  Only persons performing necessary tasks with horses, e.g. 

feeding and watering,  cleaning of boxes, care and regeneration 

treatments, preparing for starts, may stay in  the Stable Zone.  

c)  Performing tasks or treatments with horses is forbidden in the 

stable corridors. All  activities should be performed in boxes or 

outside the stable tents.  

d)  Stable Zone can be accessed by two entrances, at which 

mandatory body temperature  checks are con ducted.  
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1.5. Event staff have access to all zones.  

II. Procedure for entering the event venue  

1.  All participants of the event enter the venue by one of two 

entrances:  

1.1.  Gate in the Parking Zone ï for arriving athletes, their teams and 

horses. The park ing gate is  closed round - the -clock and opened 

only during arrivals. There is mandatory body  temperature 

check at the gate conducted by a member of security team.  

1.2. Main gate at Zduchovice ï for arriving participants, guests, staff 

and officials. The gat e is open during the day and closed for the 

night.  

There is mandatory body temperature check at the gate 

conducted by a member of security  team.  

2.  If a person has elevated body temperature or feels unwell, they are 

not allowed to enter the  venue and the security notifies the medical 

team.  

 

III. Safety measures at the venue  

1.  Every participant is obliged to:  

1.1. Cover their mouth and nose using clothing, mask or helmet, 

unless 2 m distance from other  participants is kept. Mouth 

covering will follow gove rnment restrictions valid for Czech 

Republic.  

1.2. Regularly disinfect hands in disinfecting stations located e.g. in 

the toilets, show office,  Parking Zone, Competition Zone and 

Stable Zone.  

1.3. If a participant experiences symptom such as fever and one of 

the following symptoms: cough,  shortness of breath, excessive 

sweating, muscle pain or exhaustion, they should immediately  

inform the organiser. There is a designated isolation room  at the 
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venue equipped with masks, hand sanitizers and disposable 

gowns.   

2.  Restrictions and solutions for different groups of participants:  

2.1.  Athletes  

a) Athletes are allowed in the Parking Zone, Competition Zone, 

Show Office Zone and  Stable Zone.  

b) Athletes are not allowed in the jury boxes. All affairs are 

settled rem otely.  

c) During course inspection the minimum distance of 2 m is 

kept.  

2.2.  Trainers  

a) In order to limit direct contact, trainers give instructions 

outside the warm -up arena,  keeping minimum 2 m distance 

from other participants.  

b) Trainer can only ente r the warm -up arena when the rider is 

jumping, 15 minutes  before a start in a competition.  

2.3.  Grooms  

a) Grooms are allowed in the Stable Zone and outside of 

warm -up and competition  arenas, while keeping minimum 2 

m distance from other participants.  

b) In  case a rider is not accompanied by a trainer, a groom is 

allowed to enter a warm -up  arena while the rider is 

jumping, 15 minutes before a start in a competition.  

2.4.  Medical team is stationed in an ambulance between the arenas. 

The ambulance is equipped  with a ventilator.  

2.5.  During competitions, event veterinarian is stationed in a clearly 

labelled vehicle in close  proximity to the competition arena and 

remains in contact by phone with officials.  

2.6.  Farrier is on an on -call duty in his vehicle.  
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2.7.   The public showers are not allowed on the venue.  

IV. Responsibility of a participant  

1. A participant, whose behaviour poses a threat to the safety of other 

participants and who doesnôt follow instructions of the staff and the 

security, can be immediatel y removed from the  event venue. This 

decision can be made by Ground Jury President, Ground Jury 

Member or the  Organiser.

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III.  THE FEI CODE OF CONDUCT  FOR THE WELFARE OF THE 

HORSE  
 

The F édération Equestre Internationale (FEI) expects  all those involved in international equestrian 

sport to adhere to the FEIôs Code of Conduct and to acknowledge and accept that at all times the 

welfare of the horse must be paramount and must never be subordinated to competitive or 

commercial influences.  

 

1.  At all stages during the preparation and traini ng  of competition horses, welfare must take 

precedence over all other demands. This includes good horse management, training 

methods, farriery and tack, and transportation.  

 

2.  Horses and Athletes  must be fit, competent and in good health before they are allo wed to 

compete. This encompasses medication use, surgical procedures that threaten welfare or 

safety, pregnancy in mares and the misuse of aids.  

  

3.  Events must not prejudice horse welfare. This involves paying careful attention to the 

competition areas, gro und surfaces, weather conditions, stabling, site safety and fitness of 

the horse for onward travel after the event.  

 

4.  Every effort must be made to ensure that horses receive proper attention after they have 

competed and that they are treated humanely when t heir competition careers are over. This 

covers proper veterinary care, competition injuries, euthanasia and retirement.  

 

5.  The FEI urges all involved with the sport to attain the highest levels of education in their 

areas of expertise.

Where necessary athletes must contact local government authorities or 

veterinary advi sors for information regarding animal health requirements and transport 

legislation. Within the European Union (EU), this includes EU Council Regulation (EC) No 

1/2005 concerning the protection of animals during transport within the Member States of the

NB  for Horses permanently resident in a Member State of the European Union :  all Horses must 

have a national EU passpo rt in compliance with EU Regulations to which a FEI Recognition card 

is applied. The exception to this being Horses in possession of an FEI passport which has been 

continually revalidated without interruption.  

 

7.2.  VACCINATIONS -  EQUINE INFLUENZA . FEI  Veterina ry Regulations Article  1003

All FEI registered Horses intending to compete at FEI Events (including CIMs) must be 
vaccinated against Equine Influenza in accordance with these VRs.

7.3.  EXAMINATION ON ARRIVAL . FEI Veterinary Regulations Article  1031  

 

On arrival at an Event venue, all Horses must unde rgo an examination by a veterinarian to 

confirm their identification from their passport and micro -chip ID (where present), their 

vaccination status and general health. To protect all horses attending events, any Horse with a 

questionable health status con cerning  vaccination, disease or other concerns, must be stabled 

within the isolation facilities provided by the Organising Committee pending a decision on 

entering the venue.  

 

7.4.  HO RSE INSPECTIONS . FEI Veterinary Regulations Article s 1034 - 1042   

 
All Horses wi ll be assessed for their fitness to compete during the Horse Inspection. Any Horse 

demonstrating questionable fitness may be referred to the Holding Box for further veterinary 

examination. Horses not deemed fit to compete by the Inspection Panel will not b e permitted 

to compete . 

 

7.5.  LIMB SENSITIVITY EXAMINATION . FEI  Veterinary Regulations Article s 1048 -1053   

 

All Horses are subject to examination under the protocol for abnormal limb sensitivity 

throughout the period of an Event . For Jumping that includes, but is not limited to, between 

rounds and before the Jump Off. Horses may be examined once or on multiple occasions 

during the Period of an Event.  

Horses may be selected for examination under the protocol randomly or they may be targeted. 

All Horses selected to be tested must submit promptly to the examination or are subject to 

immediate disqualification. There is no obligation to examine any specific number of Horses 

at an Event.

The OC shall submit the risk assessment and mitigation plan (including name and contact 

details of the person in cha rge) to the FEI as an annex to the Event Schedule, at t he latest 

ten (10) working days before the eventôs deadline for Definite Entries.  

 

Events for which the FEI has not received the documented risk assessment and mitigation 

measures plan in accordance w ith article 2.1.g) of the Policy will be removed from the 

FEI calendar  in accordance with Article 112.3 of the FEI General Regulations.  

 

ASSUMPTION OF RISK / WAIVER OF LIABILITY  

 

In consideration of being allowed to participate in the Event  and related activities, all 

Participants (as defined in the Policy) acknowledge , appreciate , and agree  that:  

 

1.  Participation includes possible exposure to and illness from infectious diseases 

including but not limited to COVID -19. While particular rules and personal disc ipline 

may reduce this risk, the risk of serious illness and death does exist; and,  

 

2.  The Participants knowingly and freely assume all such risks, both known and 

unknown, even if arising from the negligence of the OC or others, and assume full 

responsibilit y for their participation; and,  

 

3.  The Participants willingly agree to comply with the stated and customary terms and 

conditions for participation as regards protection against infectious diseases. If, 

however, a Participant observes any unusual or significa nt hazard during his/her 

presence or participation, the Participant will remove himself/herself from 

participation and bring such to the attention of the nearest official immediately; and,

The same applies in case of dama ge to 

cars, saddler, utensils and all other object (including damage resulting from theft, loss, 

fire). NFôs/riders are responsible to ensure that each participating horse is insured for a 

sufficient amount to cover any eventuality that can occur during or  in relation to the event, 

including without limitations, problems during the transportation to and from the venue in 

Zduchovice .  

Transport and travel Insurance for horses:  

Riders/Owners are responsible for arranging their own travel and transport insuran ce.

5.  STEWARDING  

 
· If an athlete i s uncertain as to whether the boots he/she intends to use during an event 

are allowed, he/she or his/her representative should show the boots to the Chief Steward 

for his/her opinion before the boots are used in training or in competition.  

·  In addition, a thletes are to be made aware that hind boots must be removed and placed 

again on the horseôs legs in the presence of a Steward while in the warm-up arena prior 

to entering the competition arena for certain competitions. (If bandages are used in place 

of bo ots, athletes are not required to remove the bandages in the warm -up arena.)  This 

procedure is compulsory for competitions for which boot and bandage control is 

mandatory, that is the Nations Cup, Grand Prix, and the competition with the hig hest prize 

money, and is at the discretion of the Chief Steward for other competitions.  

· As an alternative to carrying out this procedure at the time designated by the Steward an 

athlete may ask his/her groom to take the boots to the in -gate and place them  on the 

horseôs legs in front of the Steward prior to the combination entering the arena. 

· The Steward has the authority to intervene if a boot is deemed excessively tight by 

instructing that the boot be removed and put on again correctly. [Stewards are to note 

that  it is normal for a horseôs gait to be somewhat affected immediately after boots have 

been removed and re -placed.]  If an athlete or his/her groom refuses to remove and re -

place the boot(s) when instructed to do so by the Steward, a Yellow Warning Card will be 

issued to the athlete in question.  

· If it is deemed impossible or unsafe to remove the hind boots in the warm -up arena prior 

to the combination entering the competition arena, due to an extremely excited or nervous 

horse, the boots of the hors e in question are to be removed by the athlete/groom following 

the athleteôs round upon leaving the arena and inspected by the Steward. This inspection 

may be carried out during the boot and bandage control if the boot and bandage control 

is carried out fo r the competition in question.  

· This procedure does not replace boot and bandage control after completion of an athleteôs 

round for competitions for which boot and bandage control is mandatory (refer to JRs Art. 

244.1).  

 

6.  DISPUTES  

 

In the event of any disc ussion concerning the interpretation of the schedule (in translated 

languages), the English version will be decisive.  

 

7.  MODIFICATION TO SCHE DULE  

 

In exceptional circumstances, together with the approval of Chefs d'Equipe, host NF delegate, 

if any, and the Ground Jury, the Organiser may change the schedule in order to clarify any 

matter arising from an omission or due to unforeseen circumstances. Any such changes must 

be notified to all athletes and officials as soon as possible and they must be reported to the 

FEI Secretary General by the Technical Delegate , the President of the Ground Jury or the 

Foreign Judge, as applicable . 

 

8.  ADDITIONAL INFORMATI ON FROM THE OC  

 

 

Horses must be stabled in the boxes assigned to them on the show ground.  

Riders a nd grooms should have the necessary equipment to contain difficult horses.  

Horses may not leave their boxes without the official show starting number.  
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Horses may not be unloaded on their arrival without the authorization of the Stable 

Manager and Veterin ary Delegate.  

 

Stables will be allocated on arrival but PLEASE MAKE SPECIAL REQUESTS (e.g. stallions, 

corner box) with definite entries.  

 

Stables must be mucked out daily and dirty bedding and rubbish placed in the special 

containers.  

 

The first bedding for horses is free of charge ( straw ).  

 

Shavings , Straw and Hay must be ordered before 1:00 p.m. for the same day delivery.  

 

The stables will be ready from Tuesday 2 3 rd   September  2020 -  14h00, to Monday, 28 th  

September  -  08.00 h. If stabling is required outside this period please contact the OC.  

 

The following security regulations of the fire department must be obeyed:  

Å Smoking is strictly prohibited in the entire stable area.  

Å Open fires (ex. camping stoves) are strictly prohibited.  

Å Only the actu ally needed amount of feed supplies may be stored in the stables.  

Å Open space and entry ways between the stables may not be obstructed by trucks 

or lorries.  

 

Those who disregard the above security regulations will be reprimanded by the organising 

commit tee accordingly and eventually sanctioned by Chief Steward and/or Ground Jury. A 

penalty of EUR 350 will be charged when these rules are not followed per transgression 

The time and date of arrival of horses must be given to the OC in order to assist them o n 

arrival  

 

Neither the OC accepts any responsibility for any accident or illness that may befall any 

horse, competitor, groom or any other person. The same applies in case of damage to 

cars, saddler, utensils and all other object (including damage resulti ng from theft, loss, 

fire). NFôs/riders are responsible to ensure that each participating horse is insured for a 

sufficient amount to cover any eventuality that can occur during or in relation to the event.  

 

The Organizer reservse the right to do slight c hanges in the time schedule and in case of 

time table problems to use a second arena, size 35 x 70 m footing sand.

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9.  PRIZE MONEY DISTRIBU TION   

 
In c ase of a tie for the 12 th  place in a competition with 12 to 48 starters, the prize money foreseen for the 12 th  place will 
be divided equally among the athletes concerned.  
For Competitions run in two rounds with more than 12 starters in 2 nd  round:  

OCs that indicate in the schedule that a specific number (that is more than 12) of athletes will return for the second round 
will be permitted to distribute the prize money for that competition among all the athletes taking part in the second round, 
even if the sec ond round is followed by a jump -off in case of a tie on penalties for first place after the second round.
